Hog Darwin Chapter March 2011

I

| was thinking over the last few weeks what would be a good article to submit to the newsletter,
after much contemplation | decided to do an article on first aid kits. A first aid kit in my opinion is
one of the most important pieces of gear that you can take with you on any ride. Even if it is just a
short ride to the shops and back, you may never need it for yourself but you can always use it on
a friend, family member or even a complete stranger if the need arises.

A basic kit can be purchased for around $ 40.00 from St John Ambulance, even cheaper if you
have completed an “Apply First Aid” or “Refresher” course and present the 20 % discount coupon
that you get. Or of course you can purchase a kit from somewhere else, (such as two different
sized HD branded kits at NTMC) | just had to put in the free advertising for work.

The Personal Leisure Kit, available from St John Ambulance, is compact at 16cm x 13cm X 7cm
and contains the following:

1 x Emergency First Aid Guide 1 x Pair of Large Gloves
1 x 7.5cm Bandage 1 x Tape

1 x Triangular Bandage 1 x Gauze Swabs

1 x Combine Dressing 3 x Non Stick Pads

25 x Bandaids 1 x Scissors

1 x Forceps 1 x Space Blanket

12 x Safety Pins 1 x Notepad and Pencil

1 x Disposable Towels

Sure there are bigger (and more expensive) kits available but the Personal Leisure kit is enough
to keep you out of trouble until help arrives. It is also a good size to go in your cyclone kit if you
are not using it regularly on the bike during the wet season.

Another advantage of the kit is that it has many small pockets inside that you can add your own
personal touch to. | personally have taken certain items out of my kit and replaced them with
items that | believe | will have a greater chance of using. For example | have removed the
bandaids and replaced them with dressing length, same thing but you can cut it to the required
size / shape. | have also added saline, good for cleaning out wounds and for flushing eyes if you
get a bug in them. Another piece of gear that | add to every first aid kit | get is a face shield,
these range in price from $ 5 — 20, the way | look at it is if | ever have to do CPR there is no way
that | am going to put my mouth on the mouth of a complete stranger.

Then | have a little larger kit that | take on longer rides - you are probably thinking how many kits
does he have???

Answer 4, two for the bike and two personal kits for my

cyclone/disaster bags. In my larger kit | have added

things such as Betadine wipes, anti itch cream, burn

relief cream, pain relief tablets, anti histamines, anti

diarrhoea tablets, extra basic dressings as well as extra

gloves . These items don't take up much room, and |

would rather have them on hand and not need them

than be caught without them.

You may think to yourself that if anything does happen you will just dial 000 (112 from the
mobile). | am now working taking those 000 calls, and there are times that despite our best
efforts we just don’t have any ambulances available to respond immediately to cases due to our
workload. And that's only any good if you are in a metropolitan area, remember that if you are
on the open road it can take a long time before you even reach a roadhouse to call 000 to let
someone know that there has been an incident ...... then it can be a few more hours before that
help arrives.

So there you have it, my sales pitch on first aid kits, they are a bit like insurance. You hope that
you never have to use it, but you are mighty glad that if the need arises that you have it on

hand.

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Darwin HOG Chapter first began in 1990 - following
Oz HOG 1987, New South Wales 1998, Perth,
Brisbane, Gold Coast 1989, Adelaide and Darwin
1990.

In 1992 the Australian National rally was held at Freds

Pass. The Chapter folded for some time but was

reformed in 1997/1998. Records show that some

members did attend the National rally in Mackay in

1995. In 1997 the first NT rally organised by Darwin

HOG was held at Mataranka (Charlie, Richard and Eddie Harb attended this rally camping at
the showgrounds). The Chapter continued well for a few years and in 1999 held a very
successful third NT rally at the Darwin Show Grounds. The Chapter organised their first
major raffle of a Harley motor cycle and funds raised went towards holding this rally.

In 2001 Darwin Dyna Cycle, the sponsoring dealer, was sold and the new owners did not
have a Harley-Davidson dealership licence so legally Darwin HOG Chapter could not operate
without a sponsoring dealer. In the meantime a new motor cycle business opened up —
Phelps Fulwood on Bagot Road (which was later sold to NT Motorcycle Centre). Phelps
Fulwood had a Harley-Davidson licence so began a HOG Chapter called Top End HOG
Chapter.

After quite a lot of discussion with both Chapters, sometimes heated, the Darwin HOG
Chapter was no more and all 60 or so members, finances and assets were transferred to Top
End HOG Chapter who at the time had approximately 20 members (Charter Members).
Some people were members of both Chapters.

A wake was held at The Lakes, Berry Springs in
2001 and paperwork etc from the Darwin HOG
Chapter was burnt. The name Top End HOG
Chapter did not sit well with quite a lot of members
So it was passed at a special general meeting in
2002 with a majority vote that the name be changed
back to Darwin HOG Chapter.
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We went for a great ride on Sunday, organised by Charlie, prizes and all. Thanks Charlie
top effort! Over a dozen bikes fronted, including a new fella, Warwick from Tindal, recently
moved from QIld, hope to see him more often. Also, thanks to Garth and Kym from NTMC
for joining us, especially good to see that the bloke who sells the product, owns the product
and RIDES the product.

One of the reasons | ride, is to get that break from the job | must do, so | can afford to ride,
(vicious circle,hey?) | reckon there's quite a few others who fall into this category, last thing
you want to do is 'talk shop' when you're trying to get away from it.

There is a difference between motorcyclists talking motorcycles and someone being
ambushed to answer questions that can't be dealt with on a Sunday?

Hootn tends to take it in his stride, well practised | guess. And I've been guilty of it myself,
bringing up stuff which would be best left as a discussion at the shop, sorry Dave.

A couple of times | have withessed people copping a rough deal, including incorrect advice
being offered at someone else’s place of business, harmless until someone says "yeah |
was told to do that at YOUR shop”

There is no secret that a few establishments in Darwin
deserve a rocket, sometimes it’s the quality (or lack) of
service, sometimes outrageous pricing and quite often
the tyranny of distance. But I'm sure that there’s not
too many that go out of their way to upset their
customers, it's seems a little counter-productive.

But when the Sponsoring Dealer comes on a ride, with
intentions of building bridges, getting to know the
regular customers in a more social setting, then gets
attacked because of things that may or may not be in
his immediate control, | wonder if that is at all
constructive?

By all means if you have a legitimate grievance with
any dealings you have, take it up with the proprietor
but allow them the courtesy and RESPECT of bringing
it up Monday morning, at the shop, where | dare say,
your issue can be dealt with calmly and respectfully,
something we’re all entitled to.
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As Rob said earlier, what happens in Bali, stays in Bali! So we’ll leave the
story out and just give you the photographic evidence!
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RIDE RULES

1. Arrive with a full tank of fuel and an empty bladder. Fuel stops
will be made as required along the way.

2. Have appropriate riding gear for expected conditions.

3. The nominated Ride Captain leads the group. DO NOT OVER-
TAKE him or her.

4. A motor cycle requires a FULL LANE to operate safely. We
ride in STAGGERED FORMATION and NOT SIDE BY SIDE.

STAGGERED FORMATION:
One second rule: The bike to the left or right of you should
not be less than one second ahead of you.
Two second rule: Maintain two seconds between you and
the bike in front of you.
Four second rule: Your eyes should be watching a few bikes
ahead of you, not fixed on the bike in front of you.

5. We only use one lane of a multi lane highway. That is the lane
the Road Captain is using.

6. Maintain a constant speed, this helps prevent the “Rubber
Band” effect. Always adhere to the speed limits.

7. A rider will be nominated to ride at the rear of the group. It is
his or her responsibility to ensure that the riders DO NOT GET
LOST and to render assistance if necessary.

8. The group as a whole MUST NOT stop for an individual as it
can be dangerous to have the whole group stop on the side of
the road. The nominated Tail End rider will stop and render
assistance.

9. When we do stop as a group, be sure to park well off the road.

10.ALWAYS signal your intention to change lanes. Keep a safe
distance behind the rider in front, CHECK YOUR MIRRORS
often and concentrate on your riding.

11.1f every rider can see the rider behind him or her in the mirrors,
the group should not get split up. Adjust your speed to do so.

12.We ride as a GROUP to and from our destination until we split
up to go home. KEEP THE GROUP TOGETHER, TRY NOT

TO LAG BEHIND. Rides will be listed as HOG or NON-HOG.
On a HOG ride, only HARLEYS may be ridden but friends or

visitors may meet us at the destination. On a NON-HOG ride,

members friends or visitors may ride NON-HARLEYS but at
the rear of the group. In both cases any friends or visitors will
be the responsibility of the member who invited them.

13.Riders in doubt about ANY aspect of the ride should ask the
Road Captain or appointed Road Marshall for assistance.
14. Although it is a group, ride safety is a personal responsibility

15.Novices or riders new to the group should ride towards the
back until they are comfortable

16.1f it isn’'t safe to pass, go through an intersection or turn:
DON'T.

17.In spite of what the group does, pass as if you were riding
alone (within formation).

18. Stay within the bounds of your skill level. Don't be influenced
by the bike ahead of you diving into curves. Group riding is
neither a race nor a competition.

19.1f you don't feel comfortable riding in a group, ride on your own.
